Crescent Project is a Muslim outreach ministry based in Indianapolis that focuses on creating connections with Muslim people in the United
States through information, training, real world interactions, and experiencing Muslim culture. Brad Nelson, Mobilization Director for Crescent
Project, has been an integral part in defining the standards for the Constituent Database that was started in the Fall of 2006 with Dr. Felix
Aguilar’s Information Systems Analysis class. This January, Paul Warner and Eric Morse have continued development, specifically working on
the Short Term Trip Applications section. Users will be able to apply for the short term trips offered by Crescent Project, also known as Encoun-
ter Journeys, which are designed to give people real-life experience in sharing the gospel with Muslims. Staff members can then review appli-
cations on the staff facing website, with the option to accept or reject any submitted application. Once a user is accepted to a trip, he or she can
view donations given to and payments made to their trip cost through the Gift Tracker.

TECHNOLOGY

The project is hosted on a server using Microsoft’s SQL Server. The web application is written in classic ASP, Javascript, and HTML.
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REVIEWING APPLICATIONS

Crescent Project’s Mobilization Director can now review sub-
mitted trip applications by logging into the staff-facing por-
tion of the system. He or she can sort applications by their
status (in progress, submitted, rejected, and accepted) and
select applications to review. Applications can be accepted or
rejected for a certain trip, and comments are associated with

each application.

File management and development is achieved with Subversion through Tortoise SVN. There are numerous development environments: individual environments for each developer,

as well as development, testing, and production environments. Testing is done using the Selenium IDE through Firefox.
